PUBLIC COMMENT
There were no public comments.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON THE FORMATION OF A POLICE DEPARTMENT FOR MYTON CITY – WADE BUTTERFIELD
Mayor Cooper stated that for the first time in our history we can afford an officer. Kalecia stated the budget she and Wade Butterfield worked on is their best guess. Wendy Chase asked where the funding is coming from in our budget. Kalecia stated we have surplus funding every year. Mayor Cooper stated there are grants available for law enforcement that may lower the cost of wages. Council went through the presented budget figures line-by-line. Wendy Chase asked if there will be overtime. Mayor Cooper stated this is going to be a salaried position, and will not have overtime. There will be times that Wade Butterfield will have comp time. Wade Butterfield stated he would like to work 40 hours per week and that he will play with his hours to see what Myton’s coverage needs will be. Vickie Stanley asked Wade Butterfield about his other job. Wade Butterfield stated he has flexible hours with the company he works for now. Wade Butterfield further stated his hours with Myton City would have priority. Mayor Cooper agreed that we may need 40 hours a week, especially while we are trying to get a police department up and running. Vickie Stanley wondered about the hourly amount. Wade Butterfield stated he is willing to take $18.00 an hour for 40 hours. Wade Butterfield stated he has always kept a daily log and will have one for Myton as well. Wendy Chase asked if a police department is viable. Larry Dye stated that as long as we have the revenues coming in, we can afford a police department. Larry Dye stated we will review this annually with auditing and budgeting. Larry Dye asked if there was any reason why we shouldn’t form a police department. Wendy Chase stated she couldn’t think of any reason, she had all her questions answered. Vickie Stanley stated she has a problem with Wade Butterfield taking the police car home every night. Wade Butterfield clarified the car would be parked at his home when he is not on duty. The police car will only be used in driving to work for his shift and for emergency calls that happen in Myton when he needs to be here quickly. He will leave his pickup in Myton for his other job. Mayor Cooper stated if the car being in Neola becomes a problem, the city council can revisit the issue at any time.

Mayor Cooper stated that with the advice and consent of the Myton City Council she would like to appoint Wade Butterfield as the new police chief of Myton City.

OPEN AND AMEND 2013-2014 BUDGET FOR THE FORMATION OF A POLICE DEPARTMENT
Larry Dye stated we will have hourly wages for Wade Butterfield, capital equipment and office purchases as we prepare to form our police department. Most of the budget figures presented this evening will begin July 1, 2014.
