Minutes from July 10, 2014 and July 28, 2014 were approved as read.
MOTION:  LARRY DYE MOTIONED TO ACCEPT THE MINUTES FROM JULY 10, 2014 AND JULY 28, 2014 AS READ. WAYNE GINGELL SECONDED. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Bill Labrum came to this council meeting to state he is running for the House of Representatives for our district. Bill Labrum stated it is very important that he has the support from every voter in Duchesne County.
IRENE HANSEN – DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON ENTERPRISE ZONE RESOLUTION 081401-001
Irene Hansen explained the nature of enterprise zones. The enterprise zones are for new and existing businesses that are not retail but use capital investments. They are for tax credits and will need to be on a business’ state income tax.

Glenna Stewart stated it is Duchesne County’s 100 year birthday in 2015. The Centennial Committee would like to be part of Myton Daze and schedule activities with the schools. Commissioner Peatross stated they are adding history and photographs from every municipal entity in Duchesne County.
Commissioner Peatross stated they are holding a Uintah Basin Energy Summit on September 4, 2014 and would like to invite the council to attend. The County Commission will be presenting a rail study.

Scott Wilson stated he is the facilitator between Myton City and the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District Board he will take the suggestions back to his board and will try to come to an amicable agreement.

Ronnie Young – Maintenance

Aaron Davis – Fire Department
Chief Aaron Davis is excused for this meeting.

Wade Butterfield – Law Enforcement
Wade Butterfield stated the clean-up went well. Chief Butterfield asked if there were any recommendations from the council. Council stated to stay the course.

Planning Commission – Discussion and Action on Formal Recommendations of Planning and Zoning Meeting held on August 14, 2014.
Wayne Gingell stated Dean Fitzgerald presented his plans for a variance and building permit. The planning commission’s recommendation was to deny the variance request and therefore the building permit as per Amy Hugie, Myton City’s attorney. Larry Dye stated he would like to hear what Dean Fitzgerald had proposed. Wayne Gingell stated Mr. Fitzgerald has 11,250 square feet. The residence on the property requires 7,500 square feet. The square footage remaining will not allow another residence according to the Myton Municipal Code. The building he was proposing would not meet set-backs.
