Minutes from January 9, 2014 were approved with a clarification. Mayor Cooper wished to clarify the last two paragraphs from the Closed Executive Session were related to the disposition of surplus property and not litigation. The property in question is in Block 16 Lots 3-4 and 8-15.

AYCOCK & MILES – DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON PRESENTATION OF 2012-2013 AUDIT
Cameron Olsen from Aycock & Miles presented the audit for 2012-2013. There was only one finding for the year. Myton City went over budget in the Highways and Public Improvements of $682. The city is doing well financially.

ACTION AND DISCUSSION ON FINAL BOND RESOLUTION 021314-001 – A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING $539,000, FOR THE PURPOSE OF FINANCING A PORTION OF THE COST OF WATER SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS, INCLUDING THE CONSTRUCTION OF A WATER STORAGE TANK AND RELATED IMPROVEMENTS; AND RELATED MATTERS
Eric Johnson, bond counsel, stated the loan would be around $22,000 a year at 1.5% interest. If the town gets in a financial bind, call Eric Johnson or the Permanent Community Impact Fund Board. The interest rate increases to 18% on delinquent accounts while they are in arrears. Mayor Cooper asked if there were any comments from the public. There were none. Mayor Cooper then asked for a motion from the council.

SCOTT WILSON – VICTORY PIPELINE UPDATE Q & A
Scott Wilson from Duchesne County Water Conservancy District appeared before the council to update them on the Victory Pipeline Project. Phase 1, which will benefit Myton, may be completed December 2014. The construction will be done be W.W. Clyde.
BRODY MONKS – DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON EAGLE SCOUT RODEO GROUND PROPOSAL
Brody Monks stated he is looking at land at the southwest corner of the cemetery. They only need 600 feet by 600 feet for the arena and parking. Mayor Cooper stated we lease the property to Gary Hadden annually. Kalecia stated the lease is active until July 1.

BLOCK 16 RFP ACTION AND DISCUSSION
This item is tabled until next month due to the appraisal not being completed. James Lisonbee will be doing an inspection on the property because there may be foundation issues.

RONNIE YOUNG – MAINTENANCE
Ronnie Young stated he is removing graffiti. Ronnie Young reported the 10-inch main had split a couple times. Ronnie Young stated we have received a bid from Precision Asphalt on crack-filling our roads. The quote was for $73,710. Mayor Cooper asked when Ronnie Young would want to begin this project. Ronnie Young stated companies that do crack filling like to get things done before April.
Vickie Stanley stated she was at the Whiting’s today and they were telling her about their drainage problems. The Whiting’s live on Block 66 Lots 1-2. Ronnie Young stated the driveway at the Whiting’s does not have a culvert. A culvert may help. Larry Dye stated if it will benefit Myton, we could put in a culvert for them.
Vickie Stanley stated she has people putting camp trailers behind Ron Fullmer’s home in Block 24. Mayor Cooper instructed Kalecia and Ronnie to begin the process of getting the violation letters out. Mayor Cooper stated the letter should state they are not to call the mayor and council individually, but make an appointment to speak with the city council as a body.
