BRODY MONKS – EAGLE SCOUT PROJECT DISCUSSION
Brody Monks presented his project idea of a rodeo grounds for the Myton area. Brody Monks stated the troop collected 70 signatures. The total project cost is $115,000 with an arena for $50,000 and an annual maintenance budget of $18,000. Mayor Cooper asked Brody where he would get the funding. Wayne Gingell stated this project is determined by the funding. Larry Dye asked if there was another option. Dusty Monks stated it is possible to build an arena for $10,000 that will cover everything but the rough stock. Rough stock would allow bulls. Larry Dye stated just do a basic plan but allow adding rough stock at a later date.
