Minutes from June 12, 2014 were approved as read.
MOTION:  WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ACCEPT THE JUNE 12, 2014 MINUTES AS READ. DAWNETTA HASKINS SECONDED. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE.
PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no public comment.
CITY MAINTENANCE REPORT ON THE LAST MONTH’S ACTIVITIES
Ronnie Young - Maintenance
Ronnie Young stated there was a water leak that has been repaired and Myton Daze is finished.
Kalecia stated she has been contacted by Tammy Webb from the Uintah Basin Association of Governments about the alley at 50 South between 500-600 East. Kalecia read from the July 2013 minutes that stated Myton City was going to contact Dale Rasmussen or Ryan Harvey about finishing the alley. Council stated to finish the alley.
Wayne Gingell stated we should have Ronnie Young remove the fence around Block 16 lots 8-15 and mow the weeds. Ronnie Young stated we have two bids for the sewer service lines on those lots. Contour Construction and KD Excavating, Inc. Larry Dye stated his conflict of interest with KD Excavating. He is an uncle to the principal of KD Excavating, Inc.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ACCEPT KD EXCAVATING’S BID TO CONSTRUCT THE FOUR SEWER SERVICE LINES FOR BLOCK 16 LOTS 8-15 FOR $30,000. DAWNETTA HASKINS SECONDED. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE.
Mayor Cooper proposed getting two six yard dumpsters to clean up messes on city streets. Wayne Gingell stated there is a service day for the Myton Ward on July 26. Wayne Gingell will contact Kalecia by Monday to let her know when to order the dumpsters.
Aaron Davis – Fire Department
Chief Aaron Davis has been excused for this meeting.
Wade Butterfield – Law Enforcement
Chief Wade Butterfield gave a brief report on the work he has accomplished. Chief Butterfield gave some citizens verbal warnings about ordinance violations. He will return and issue citations if there has been no progress.
Wayne Gingell asked about ATV’s (All Terrain Vehicle) or OHV’s (Off Highway Vehicle). Chief Butterfield stated as long as they meet the requirements from the OHV handbook they are fine. The driver of the OHV must have a valid driver’s license.
Mayor Cooper asked Chief Butterfield when we will be able to issue citations. Chief Butterfield stated we are getting really close to being able to issue citations. Myton City is lacking an active ORI Number (Originating Agency Identification) from the Department of Justice.
Planning Commission – Discussion and Action on Formal Recommendations of Planning and Zoning Meeting held July 10, 2014.
Wayne Gingell stated the individual never showed up to the meeting so we could not make a recommendation. Mayor Cooper charged Wayne Gingell to speak with our attorney Amy Hugie to get her take on this issue.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON NON-HAZARDOUS WASTE DUMPING PERMIT – RESIDENTIAL RATES
Mayor Cooper stated Tyler Webb would like to see a residential rate for sewer dumping. Larry Dye asked how that is going to be monitored. Wayne Gingell stated if Mr. Webb is dumping septic tanks, there needs to be a waiver signed by the homeowner and attached to the ticket.
MOTION: VICKIE STANLEY MOTIONED TO ADOPT ASHLEY VALLEY SEWER MANAGEMENT BOARD’S RESIDENTIAL SEWER DUMPING RATE, A WAIVER MUST BE SIGNED BY THE HOMEOWNER AND ATTACHED TO THE TICKET TO GET THE RESIDENTIAL RATE. WAYNE GINGELL SECONDED. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON RESOLUTION 071014-01 – FEE SCHEDULE UPDATE FOR POSSIBLE RESIDENTIAL NON-HAZARDOUS WASTE DUMPING FEES.
Mayor Cooper stated she will have Kalecia extract the residential fees from Ashley Valley Sewer Management Board’s permit and insert them into our fee resolution and show the fee schedule to the council next month.

EPIC ENGINEERING – DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON BYU GENERAL PLAN UPDATE
Josh Bean stated he has a quick update on the water tank construction. The notice to proceed has been issued to Gerber Construction and they have until October 30, 2014 to complete the project.
Josh Bean stated the plan created by the BYU Class was not specific enough to be a general plan. Epic Engineering is proposing two options. Option 1 would be a complete revamp of the general plan for $32,785. Option 2 would utilize Myton City’s current general plan and some of the BYU Class General Plan for $15,482. Option 2 would take care of the specific need of an annexation policy and update some of the elements.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ALLOW EPIC ENGINEERING TO PROCEED WITH OPTION 2 OF CREATING AN ANNEXATION POLICY AND UPDATE SOME OF THE ELEMENTS FOR $15,482. WENDY CHASE SECONDED. VICKIE STANEY VOTED AYE. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE.
