SCOTT WILSON – DUCHESNE COUNTY WATER CONSERVANCY DISTRICT BOARD UPDATE ON VICTORY PIPELINE
Mayor Cooper stated the purpose of this meeting is to update the city council on the Victory Pipeline project. Mayor Cooper turned the time over to Scott Wilson from the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD). Mr. Wilson stated our allotment of water will be based on the water agreement. The Council had questions about usage and selling if we have more than we need. Mr. Wilson stated that phase two will be placed from the Borem Road in Arcadia; Highway 40 East and will go across flat iron. That will be the consideration for phase two. Mr. Wilson stated that phase one is mostly ready. Phase two may have endangered birds. Mayor Cooper stated the water supply contract will be sent to Craig Smith, our water attorney, for review. Mr. Wilson stated phase one should be operable in September.
