Minutes from February 13, 2014 were approved as read.
MOTION:  VICKIE STANLEY MOTIONED TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM FEBRUARY 13, 2014 AS READ. LARRY DYE SECONDED. WAYNE GINGELL VOTED AYE. 
*Wendy Chase was not present for this portion of the meeting.
PUBLIC COMMENT
No Public Comment.
WADE BUTTERFIELD – LAW ENFORCEMENT PROPOSAL DISCUSSION AND ACTION
Mayor Cooper turned the time over to Wade Butterfield. Wade Butterfield would like to provide law enforcement to Myton City. He has retained a reserve status with Duchesne County Sheriff’s Office to keep his POST certification. Wade Butterfield stated he will not need bells and whistles and we can start with second-hand equipment. Myton City would need to start a small but effective reserve-volunteer program so that Wade Butterfield could take a break every once in a while. Wayne Gingell stated he would like to see the council sit down with Wade Butterfield for a two hour work-meeting and get educated on starting a police force in Myton. Wayne Gingell also stated he would like to take a trip to Fountain Green and see how they handled the challenges.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ALLOW MAYOR COOPER TO COMPENSATE MR. BUTTERFIELD FOR THE TIME HE HAS SPENT IN ESTABLISHING A POLICE FORCE. LARRY DYE SECONDED. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE.
MOUNTAINLAND RANCHES & RAUL MARTINEZ – HOOKUPS, ZONING ISSUE WITH MOBILE HOME NEEDING TO FACE 100 NORTH
Mayor Cooper stated Mr. Raul Martinez’s main issue is putting a trailer facing 200 East on Block 41 Lots 17 & 18. Wayne Gingell stated the challenge we have as a council is trying to keep Myton from looking like a trailer park. Wayne Gingell stated there is no law preventing a mobile home from being placed north to south but we appeal to potential property owners that mobile homes be placed east to west.
Mayor Cooper stated the second issue is the sewer hookup. Ronnie Young stated the closest sewer line is at 300 North. The sewer line in the alley dead-ends at Block 41 Lot 22 or 23 and is uphill. There is not enough fall to put a sewer hookup on those lots unless they pump.
CURTIS WEIDNER – BUSINESS LICENSE APPROVAL
Larry Dye clarified that Mr. Weidner just wanted to renew Dwayne Rutz’ business license. Mayor Cooper stated that is correct.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ALLOW CURTIS WEIDNER’S BUSINESS LICENSE. LARRY DYE SECONDED. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE.
CITY MAINTENANCE REPORT ON THE LAST MONTH’S ACTIVITIES
RONNIE YOUNG MAINTENANCE
Jeff Henderson asked the council if they could sign amendments for leases between Newfield and Myton City. Wayne Gingell asked Mr. Henderson what clarification was needed. Jeff Henderson stated the amendments clarified that easements are for two years, if not acted upon, the easements will automatically expire at the end of the two year term. 
Ronnie Young stated he has been burning ditches, bored across 200 East and 200 South. Mayor Cooper stated that we are re-advertising for the maintenance worker. The employee we had hired for the position did not have a valid driver’s license. The employee can still be used as a laborer. Larry Dye stated we should add a valid driver’s license to the applications. Kalecia stated she has already added a driver’s license line to the application.
Mayor Cooper stated she will be out of town at our next council meeting. Mayor Cooper suggested moving the council meeting to either the first or the third Thursday. Council stated the first Thursday would be better. Kalecia stated she will post the changes.
AARON DAVIS – FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Aaron Davis stated the department has 14 members and only 7 active members. Chief Davis stated he has two pending applications for the city council to approve. The names submitted for approval are Dennis Bird and Tyson Williams. Wayne Gingell suggested adding Brandon Johnson as well.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO APPROVE DENNIS BIRD AND TYSON WILLIAMS AS MEMBERS OF THE FIRE DEPARTMENT. WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ADD BRANDON JOHNSON PENDING A BACKGROUND CHECK AND APPLICATION. LARRY DYE SECONDED. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE. 
MYTON FIRE DEPARTMENT BYLAWS DISCUSSION AND ACTION
Council and Fire Chief Aaron Davis made changes to the bylaws. 
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ACCEPT THE CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS AS PRESENTED WITH CHANGES AS DISCUSSED PENDING ATTORNEY REVIEW. WENDY CHASE SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE.
PLANNING COMMISSION MEMBER APPOINTMENTS
Mayor Cooper stated we should get names for alternates so we can get a quorum. We have tried to have three planning commission meetings and there hasn’t been a quorum present for each one. Mayor Cooper suggested Dave Van Os. Wayne Gingell suggested Brad Gingell. Mayor Cooper stated she will have letters written to invite them as alternates to the planning commission.
MOTION: VICKIE STANLEY MOTIONED TO ACCEPT THE SUGGESTIONS OF INVITING DAVE VAN OS AND BRAD GINGELL TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION. WENDY CHASE SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE. WAYNE GINGELL VOTED AYE.
ROCKY MOUNTAIN ELK FOUNDATION DONATION
Mayor Cooper asked what was donated last year. Kalecia stated we had a sponsor package last year.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL STATED WE WILL PURCHASE TWO COUPLE DINNER PACKAGES. WENDY CHASE SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE.
BLOCK 16 DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON REED COWAN’S PROPOSAL(S)
Mayor Cooper stated Reed Cowan asked if Myton City would finance his purchase of lots 3 and 4 in Block 16. Mayor Cooper stated it is our attorney’s legal opinion that we not finance any person’s purchase.
Mayor Cooper stated Mr. Cowan had a problem with the appraiser. Amy Hugie, Myton City’s attorney, did not have a problem with the appraiser because he was an independent, licensed appraiser.
The next item was for Block 16, lots 8-15 and using the lots as a “Frontier Town”. Wayne Gingell stated we wanted to discuss minimum requirements for the lots as a council and submit them to the attorney as a list. Mayor Cooper stated to have the list compiled and sent to Amy Hugie, Myton City’s attorney. Ronnie Young asked what the council was going to do for sewer connections. None of those lots have sewer connections. Council stated Ronnie should contact some companies, contract the project out and get the sewer connections done.
MOTION: VICKIE STANLEY MOTIONED TO PUT BLOCK 16 LOTS 3 & 4 INTO AN RFP WITH THE REQUIRED MINIMUM BID OF THE APPRAISED VALUE AND NO OWNER FINANCING. LARRY DYE SECONDED. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE. WAYNE GINGELL VOTED AYE.
