Minutes from April 3, 2014 and April 16, 2104 were approved as read.
MOTION:  VICKIE STANLEY MOTIONED TO APPROVE THE MINUTES AS READ FROM APRIL 3, 2014 AND APRIL 16, 2014. LARRY DYE SECONDED. WAYNE GINGELL VOTED AYE.
PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no public comment.
DALE LEWIS – DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON INTERSECTION AT HWY 40 AND 100 SOUTH
Mayor Cooper stated Dale Lewis from Red Plains Professional asked the city council for support in realigning the intersection at 100 South and Hwy 40. Mr. Lewis was here before we could gather a quorum for tonight’s meeting. The property they would like to use is M2803. The Tribe is working with Utah Department of Transportation in creating a deceleration lane. Mayor Cooper stated Red Plains would be willing to help us put in the Escalante Monument and some parking spaces.
MOTION: LARRY DYE MOTIONED TO DONATE A PORTION OF M2803 TO REALIGN THE INTERSECTION AT HWY 40 AND 100 SOUTH TO BENEFIT TRAFFIC CONTROL IN MYTON. WAYNE GINGELL SECONDED. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE.
EPIC ENGINEERING
Value Engineering Results on Water Tank Project
Josh Bean presented the results from the value engineering with Gerber Construction. Josh Bean stated they are recommending option 4 for a bid price of $429,714. Josh Bean stated this does not leave a lot of funding left for contingencies. If something pops up that Epic Engineering didn’t take into account, Myton City may have to approach the Permanent Community Impact Board for additional funding.
MOTION: LARRY DYE MOTIONED TO APPROVE THE CONTRACT WITH GERBER CONSTRUCTION UP TO $449,714. VICKIE STANLEY SECONDED. WAYNE GINGELL VOTED AYE.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ALLOW GERBER CONSTRUCTION UP TO $25,000 TO REPAIR THE WATER LEAK ON THE MAIN LINE. LARRY DYE SECONDED. VICKIE STANLEY VOTED AYE.

Culinary Water Master Plan Project Update
Josh Bean reported Myton City has problems with fire flows in certain areas. Josh Bean stated Myton City needs to upsize the main lines. Larry Dye asked if the Victory Pipeline can alleviate those fire flows. Josh Bean stated the pipeline would. The Victory Pipeline would also help with Myton City’s water supply problem. Josh Bean stated we are at capacity on the water supply.

General Plan Consideration
Mayor Cooper asked Kalecia to contact Andrew Jackson with Mountainland AOG and see where we are with that plan. Kalecia stated the last meeting this was discussed, Mr. Jackson was going to contact Uintah Basin Association of Governments and get started with a survey. Mayor Cooper stated we really need an Annexation Policy Plan. Mike Hyde, Duchesne County Planning, and Amy Hugie, Myton City Attorney, have advised we should annex property before offering services to people outside city limits. Mayor Cooper stated she will authorize up to 5 hours reading through the general plan done by the BYU Class to Josh Bean.
RETTA REED – DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON A WELDING BUSINESS IN AN R15 ZONE
Mrs. Reed was not able to attend this meeting. Wayne Gingell stated she should make the request to the Planning Commission. Mrs. Reed needs to pay the fee, get a public hearing and meet with the planning commission.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON MYTON VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT BYLAWS
Mayor Cooper stated we should approve the bylaws with the addition of a definition of an inactive member. Kalecia stated she will ask Amy Hugie, Myton City’s Attorney, why the definition was removed.
MOTION: VICKIE STANLEY MOTIONED TO APPROVE THE MYTON VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT BYLAWS AS CORRECTED. WAYNE GINGELL SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON NEWSPAPER AD AND INVITATION TO BID ON BLOCK 16 SURPLUS PROPERTY
Mayor Cooper stated we need to approve these two documents to get started on selling surplus property in Block 16.

CITY MAINTENANCE REPORT ON THE LAST MONTH’S ACTIVITIES
Ronnie Young – Maintenance
Ronnie Young reported that we budgeted $40,000 to purchase a used jetter that will clean our sewer system. We can purchase a new one for $34,995; they can add a T-Handle Vac and hot water upgrade for $9,080.
MOTION: VICKIE STANLEY MOTIONED TO INCREASE THE BUDGET $5,000 TOWARDS THE PURCHASE OF A NEW JETTER. WAYNE GINGELL SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE.

Aaron Davis – Fire Department
Aaron Davis presented the budget needs of the fire department. Aaron Davis stated they need two radios for $1,300. Aaron Davis stated they would like to purchase medium and large hydraulic rams for the extrication equipment. Chief Davis stated they are waiting on a quote for the rams.
Larry Dye stated that Bill Barrett will donate GPS units specifically for oilfield locations. Mayor Cooper asked Kalecia to write a letter once we get the information, requesting three GPS units, she will sign it and mail it.
