PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no public comment for this meeting.
DISCUSSION ON SEMI TRUCKS IN MYTON CITY LIMITS, FRANKLIN FOWLER
Franklin Fowler stated he does not have a problem with his trailer being parked away from residences. That is the law. His problem was the three weeks without anyone else being notified until last evening. Franklin Fowler reported the law states that any motor vehicle containing hazardous material cannot be parked within three hundred feet of a dwelling or place of business or a place of gathering and at least 5 feet off the traveled portion of the highway. Mayor Cooper stated we will write letters to all citizens and give them fair warning. Carlene Fowler asked about parking the semi truck at the Fowler residence. Wendy Chase stated we wanted the hazardous trailers out of town; the semi’s do not contain hazardous material and can be parked at their residence.
Franklin Fowler stated there is a fire hydrant is behind a fence in old town at 300 North and 400 East. The fire hydrant must have unimpeded access. Ronnie Young will check on the hydrant location.

DISCUSSION FROM BRETT BLOOD PUTTING IN A FITNESS CENTER AT THE LEGION HALL
Mayor Cooper stated Mr. Blood would like to rent the café side of the Legion Hall to put in a fitness center. Tabled until Mr. Blood can make his presentation to the city council.
DISCUSSION ABOUT BRODY MONKS’ EAGLE SCOUT PROJECT
Brody Monks presented pictures to the council of his finished Eagle Scout project. Brody Monks put in a rodeo arena. Dusty Monks paid for the metal from Metal-Mart. Council stated to pay Dusty Monks $160.10 for the metal and Dustin Larsen for hauling the sand.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON NICK & MICHELLE BENNETT’S REQUEST TO PAVE ALLEY AT 50 NORTH BEHIND CITY HALL
Kalecia reported that the Bennett’s have requested to pave the alley behind City Hall. The alley is used by the residents to access their homes. The Bennett’s state it gets really slippery when it gets wet. Council stated to haul gravel to get the Bennett’s through the winter then pave the alley in the spring.
DISCUSSION FROM SCOTT WILSON FROM DUCHESNE COUNTY WATER CONSERVANCY DISTRICT – VICTORY PIPELINE UPDATE
Mayor Cooper turned the time over to Scott Wilson from the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District. Scott Wilson stated they have closed on the bonds for the Victory Pipeline. W.W. Clyde is working three crews to construct the Victory Pipeline. There have been some cost overruns on phase 1 and they are looking to save costs for phase 2. The Duchesne County Water Conservancy District has spoken with Johnson Water about providing Myton City with water from the Victory Pipeline. Council was concerned about the logistics of providing water through a pipeline that is 30 years old and a guarantee that we will be receiving 65 acre feet at the end of that pipeline.
CITY MAINTENANCE REPORT ON THE LAST MONTH’S ACTIVITIES
Ronnie Young – Maintenance
Mayor Cooper stated she is going to have Kalecia place an ad for a new maintenance person. Ronnie Young stated he took the cut-off saw and pump from the fire department over to be repaired. The cut-off saw needs to be rebuilt for $250. Wayne Gingell asked about the possibility of purchasing a new cut-off saw. Ronnie Young reported that it will cost $800 for a new one. Council felt that we should purchase a new cut off saw.
Aaron Davis – Fire Department
Aaron Davis asked about his new member application. Mayor Cooper stated she has not yet asked the city attorney what we can or cannot do. Council declined the application because the applicant does not live within our fire district.
Timothy Mellor – Police Department
Acting Chief Timothy Mellor stated he is designing a new patch for the police department. Acting Chief Mellor stated he is going to start Joe Tatangelo as a new reserve officer this weekend.
Epic Engineering – Water Tank Pay Request 3 and Change Order 2
Council asked Kalecia if pay request 3 for $71,856.91 was the last request. Kalecia stated that it is. Kalecia stated the second item was a change order decreasing the contract price for Gerber Construction $2,820 for a total contract price of $460,643.91. Pay Request 3 reflects change order 2.
