If a developer builds the infrastructure, you can’t charge an impact fee but you could charge the developer for tying in to your line. Matt Shipp stated you must identify projects for the impact fee and use the impact fee within 6 years. An impact fee places the burden of a new line onto the new development rather than on the residences that have already been on the system. 
Josh Bean stated the next item was the zoning definition expansion. Josh Bean asked the body to read the zoning examples and decide what definitions the planning commission and city council would like to apply towards the new general plan.
