Minutes from September 10, 2015 were approved as read.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO APPROVE THE SEPTEMBER 10, 2015 MINUTES AS READ.  VICKIE STANLEY SECONDED. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE. 
PUBLIC COMMENT
There was no public comment for this meeting.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON THREE OPEN COUNCIL POSITIONS
Kalecia Fowler stated she had received three applications for city council. The three names for consideration for four year council terms are Adrian David Van Os, Wendy Chase and Vickie Stanley. Mayor Cooper asked if each candidate met the minimum requirements. Kalecia replied that they did.

DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON A SMOKE FREE ENVIRONMENT – DUCHESNE COUNTY USE COALITION
Mayor Cooper asked Travis Tucker to have Marcie Tucker contact Kalecia when the Duchesne County Use Coalition is ready to discuss this issue.

Larry Dye appeared after these discussions.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION REGARDING MOU BETWEEN MYTON CITY, DUCHESNE COUNTY AND DUCHESNE COUNTY SHERIFF’S OFFICE
Mayor Cooper stated Kalecia had contacted Amy Hugie, Myton City’s Attorney, about these agreements. The only MOU up for discussion this evening is the agreement between Duchesne County Sheriff’s Office and Myton City. Amy Hugie informed Kalecia that the only question the council needs to answer is in Section III Compensation. Duchesne County Sheriff’s Office is asking for $30 per hour. Mayor Cooper questioned Travis Tucker how much time Duchesne County Sheriff’s Office was going to spend each month. Mayor Cooper specifically questioned whether it was going to be over 20 hours per month. Deputy Tucker stated they will only spend as much time as needed to help Officer Timothy Mellor.

DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON THE VICTORY PIPELINE CONTRACT AND CONNECTION – CRAIG SMITH AND DUCHESNE COUNTY WATER CONSERVANCY DISTRICT
Maureen Henderson stated Duchesne County Water Conservancy District is in the process of closing on their bonds and they are trying to get their partner entities to sign the contracts for the Victory Pipeline. Myton City would be paying $970.77 per month for 65 acre feet of water from the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District. Wayne Gingell stated we should consider increasing our monthly cost for water to pay for the Victory Pipeline. 
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO AUTHORIZE MAYOR COOPER SIGN THE WATER SUPPLY CONTRACT WITH THE DUCHESNE COUNTY WATER CONSERVANCY DISTRICT WITH THE CHANGES THAT WILL BE MADE THROUGH ATTORNEY’S ERIC JOHNSON AND CRAIG SMITH. WE WILL NEED TO INCREASE WATER RATES. VICKIE STANLEY SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE. WENDY CHASE VOTED AYE.
CITY DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS ON THE LAST MONTH’S ACTIVITIES
Ronnie Young – Maintenance
Matt Shipp from Epic Engineering met with Nielsen Construction on the walking path today. The contractor stated they would add 1 ½ inch – 2 inch lift on top of the existing asphalt. Nielsen Construction would like Myton City to add top soil to the project. Wayne Gingell stated the contractor should fix the problem and not Myton City. 
POW Flag at Cemetery
Tim Mellor stated Joyce Havercroft’s roommate put a POW flag on the flag pole at the cemetery. Timothy Mellor stated he had received a call to remove the flag from the pole. Tim waited for 9-10 months for this person to claim the flag. The POW flag was not claimed and Tim disposed of it. Wayne Gingell suggested this person needs to work with the Legion to get costs to put in another flag pole to fly the POW flag.
Utah Housing Corporation – Twin Home
Mayor Cooper informed the Utah Housing Corporation that a twin home does not work well in this area. Utah Housing Corporation stated they would be fine with a single family home.
Timothy Mellor – Police Department
Timothy Mellor stated his only item for consideration was the MOU with Duchesne County Sheriff’s Office.
Alan Allred – Fire Department
Alan Allred stated the Class A uniforms for new recruits will be around $400. The by-laws state Chief Allred must notify the council if any expenditure is over $300.
