PUBLIC COMMENT

FRANK ROBERTS – DISCUSSION ON RENAMING THE PARK
Wayne Gingell stated Frank Roberts will not be able to attend this meeting due to a family emergency. Mr. Roberts would like to name the baseball park Russel Gingell Park. Wayne Gingell stated the property was purchased by donations from the Lion’s Club in the 50 and 60’s. Wayne Gingell stated Mr. Roberts would like to put a stone marker in the park for the name designation.
SCOTT WILSON – VICTORY PIPELINE DISCUSSION ON WATER SUPPLY CONTRACTS
Scott Wilson reported that water is coming out at the end of the pipe for phase one of Victory Pipeline. The phase 2 easements have been secured. The Duchesne County Water Conservancy District is ready to get the agreements in place. Mayor Cooper asked about the financial help to get Myton City connected to Victory pipeline. The DCWCD stated they will work on getting financing for $150,000 on the engineering and parts. Mayor Cooper asked Kalecia to contact attorneys Amy Hugie, Craig Smith and Eric Johnson and get the contracts ready for signatures next month. Scott Wilson stated he will contact the attorney’s and get the contract signature ready.
