MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO APPROVE THE MINUTES FROM APRIL 23, 2015 AS READ. DAWNETTA HASKINS SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE. 
PUBLIC COMMENT

DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON LAW ENFORCEMENT PROPOSAL(S)
Mayor Cooper stated we are going to open a discussion on the law enforcement proposals. Wayne Gingell stated Myton City would like to hear from Rick Harrison from Roosevelt Police Department before making a decision as important as this. Mayor Cooper stated as we have not heard from Chief Harrison, they may not be interested. Larry Dye asked if turning over our law enforcement to the county would leave us enough money to hire an enforcement official. Wayne Gingell stated we should have a work meeting with the rest of the council to work through this issue. Council scheduled a work meeting for Wednesday June 3, 2015 at 6:30 p.m.
CITY MAINTENANCE REPORT ON THE LAST MONTH’S ACTIVITIES
Ronnie Young – Maintenance
Ronnie Young has been excused for this meeting. Larry Dye stated Ronnie asked how big a line we need for Mr. Conetah.  Larry Dye suggested starting with a two inch line.
Mayor Cooper stated there are 4 options for discussion on the park project. Mayor Cooper stated we have $27,000 from the Revitalization Board in purchasing playground equipment. Council would like either option 3 or 4. Council chose option 3.
Mayor Cooper stated Sharon Odekirk has purchased a settler’s cabin and would like to place this cabin in Myton as an addition to our museum. Ms. Odekirk will put on a new roof and pay to move the cabin. Myton City would pour a concrete pad for the cabin to set on.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ACCEPT THE OFFER OF A SETTLER’S CABIN FROM SHARON ODEKIRK. LARRY DYE SECONDED. DAWNETTA HASKINS VOTED AYE.

Jeremy Farley – Fire Department Membership Approvals
[bookmark: _GoBack]Alan Allred presented costs for fixing the Mack and pagers. Alan Allred stated the Mack may have a bad injector pump. Larry Dye suggested fixing the injector pump while the city finds out if we can get a grant to purchase a new one.
Alan Allred stated the Fire Department could get 12 pagers from P&W Service Center for $4,504; the next competitive bid would be WindRiver Wireless for $5,100.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO HAVE MAYOR COOPER LOOK INTO GRANT FUNDING FOR 12 PAGERS, IF IT IS NOT POSSIBLE, PURCHASE 12 PAGERS FROM THE LOWEST BIDDER. MYTON CITY WILL ALSO HAVE BASIN DIESEL FIX THE INJECTOR PUMP AND THE REGULATOR ON THE MACK. DAWNETTA HASKINS SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE.
Alan Allred asked the council if they could approve the names presented for fire department membership. Kalecia Fowler presented the background checks for Brett Blood, Alec Stallard, Harley Arrowchis and Arrik Clements. There are two others that will have to be discussed in a closed executive session.
MOTION: WAYNE GINGELL MOTIONED TO ACCEPT BRETT BLOOD, ALEC STALLARD, HARLEY ARROWCHIS AND ARRIK CLEMENTS AS MEMBERS OF THE FIRE DEPARTMENT. DAWNETTA HASKINS SECONDED. LARRY DYE VOTED AYE.
DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON OHV ORDINANCE 051415-001
Mayor Cooper suggested having Amy Hugie, Myton City’s attorney, look over the ordinance for approval.
